Guidelines for Supervision
1.
Take attendance morning and afternoon and have a system for accounting for children in your care.   One system we use is the Daily Transition Sheet.

2.
Make sure children are in sight of a staff member at all times.

3.
Know how many children are in your care at all times.

4.
Children noticed unattended are returned to their proper group and the teacher finding the child notifies the Center Director.

5.
Be knowledgeable of the developmental stages so you can anticipate activities and experiences that could create potential hazards if not adequately supervised.  This allows you to plan appropriate and enjoyable activities for the developmental stages of children to reduce risks.

6.
Count the children in your care frequently as you visually scan the classroom.

7.
Move around the classroom and playground monitoring the activities of children and redirect inappropriate or hazardous play.

8.
Intervene when children are hurting themselves, other children, supplies, or equipment.

9.
Staff should not have other duties while supervising children (i.e.; vacuuming the floor).

10.
Be attentive to children in your care.
