Estimating Child Turnover (or Mobility)

Target – Primary Planners

Rapid turnover rates of children – children moving in and out of state sponsored childcare and/or children moving frequently from one school to another can pose difficulties for coordination. There are ways to address this problem, but it needs to be anticipated.

In the average 6-month period, what percentage of the slots in your school or center will turn over? This form needs to be completed for each individual school and Head Start Center and Childcare center in the area where coordination is being considered unless the percentage is consistent across a Head Start program, School District, or Childcare chain, and if possible, the data should be aggregated by zip code.
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
