Facilities Inventory

Target Group: Primary Planners

One of the most compelling reasons for coordination services in some communities is lack of space. Head Start classrooms have had to operate in basements or request federal funds to purchase new or renovate old buildings; public schools have had to float new bond issues; childcare centers have had to make do or carry heavy mortgages (frequently on classrooms that were half-empty).  Consequently, knowing what facilities are being used in the community, how full they are, their location, and their condition is essential information.

On a community-by-community basis, the following information is needed:

1. Has the Head Start Program added classrooms in the last three years?


If “yes,” were those new spaces purchased, rented, donated, or did they already exist but were unused?

2. Has the School District floated a new bond issue in the last three years?


If yes, did the funding for additional space for Pre-K classrooms contribute to the need for the bond package?

3. Has there been Childcare classroom space added to the community in the last three years?



If yes, was any of that for service to 3, 4, or 5 year olds?

4. Do any of the above three have plans for adding additional space for services to 3-, 4-, or 5-year-olds in the next three years?

The following inventory should be conducted on a zip code-by-zip code basis for all classrooms currently in use for 3- and 4- year olds.
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
